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Small changes that make
a big difference

All of the lower cabinets
were reused (some were
moved) in the redesign,
which reduced the
projects overall cost. The
granite countertops - the
most expensive single

element of the new
kitchen - combine with
the black appiances to
complement the cherry
wood cabinetry, which
will continue to deepen
in color as they age.
